START AREA

A 10 MINUTE HOOTER WILL SOUND INDICATING ALL BOATS TO LEAVE THE BANK. BOATS THAT ARE NOT IN THE START
AREA PRIOR TO THE RAISING OF THE AUSTRALIAN FLAG & GREEN FLAG (5 MINUTES TO RACE START) WILL NOT BE
ALLOWED TO START THE RACE.

NO EXCEPTIONS AND THIS RULE WILL BE ENFORCED

1. STARTER IS ON THE HOUSEBOAT MOORED IN THE MIDDLE OFHE RIVER.

2. SUPERCLASS BOATS WILL START ONE (1) BOAT EVERY MINLE. ALL SUPERCLASS BOATS WILL START ON THE
RIGHT HAND SIDE OF THE START BOAT

3. ALL OTHER BOATS WILL START TWO (2) BOATS EVERY MINOE. ODD NUMBERS WILL START ON THE LEFT OF THE
START BOAT AND EVEN NUMBERS TO THE RIGHT

4. AUSTRALIAN FLAG AND GREEN FLAG WILL BE RAISED WTH FIVE (5) MINUTES TO RACE START

5. GREEN FLAG WILL BE DROPPED WITH 30 SECONDS TO ART (SKIERS TO ENTER THE WATER). NOTE SKIERS ARE
NOT TO ENTER THE WATER PRIOR TO GREEN FLAG BEING ORPED.

6. AUSTRALIAN FLAG WILL GO BE DROPPED ON GO. THE ASTRALIAN FLAG AND THE GREEN FLAG WILL BE RAISED
AGAIN AND THE ABOVE PROCEDURE WILL BE REPEATED.

7. NO POWER TURNS ARE PERMITTED.

8. AFTER 2 FAILED STARTS — MOVE FROM THE START AREA

COURSE

HELICOPTER MAY FOLLOW — BEWARE OF BIRDS

1. PROCEED UPSTREAM - Slightly moving across to tifelkand side of the river. Please be aware of a@agdon your inside.

2. LITTLE ISLAND — You will pass between the Big Isldrfon your left), and the Little Island (on youghit). After passing the Little Island

(on your right), do not push over to the righty (fetter line into the turn buoy), as shallow wageists.
3. TOP TURN BUOY (Large Square Orange Bouy) — Locapg@roximately 500 metres upstream. A small ordegd-up buoy will be

positioned approximately 100 metres before the buroy. At the exit to this turn there will be 2 whibuoys. Keep these on your right as
shallow water and rocks exist.

4. PROCEED DOWNSTREAM staying approximately 100 met#isthe bank. You will come across an orange bapgroximately two-
thirds the way down the island, this must be keptour left. When you approach the bottom end efigiand do not cut the point as a
sandbar runs out for approximately 250 metreserfes of orange buoys will lead you to the Gratboidge

5. UNDER GRAFTON BRIDGE — (This is the only bridge tlyau will pass under) a Black arrow on an Orangekiground on the bridge will
show which span to go under. An Orange buoy iatkrt 150 metres on either side of the Bridge, amdhar Orange separation buoy
approximately 400 metres downstream of the Bridu® @range separators are all the way to Elizatsteimd. These must be kept on your
left.

6. ELIZABETH ISLAND — Approximately 3 kilometres fror@rafton Bridge. Keep the island on your right gpdown. Yellow buoys mark
the wrong channel (shallow). Halfway down thensla stony sandbar exists — DO NOT CUT THIS CORNERange separation buoys
exist here, which must bet kept on your left. Enesoys keep boats coming home in the center aftbe

7. ULMARRA - Large orange separation buoys will beplace at the end of the Ulmarra Straight before a&itet the ferry. These must be
kept on your left. A large course boat will be mesbiat the Ulmarra separators and this boat must&lkept on your left as an orange buoy
will be in close proximity.

8. ULMARRA FERRY  —Judge’s boat approximately 200 raston either side of the ferry
GREEN FLAG -Course open, ferry on bank proceed
RED FLAG - Ferry crossing, proceed past the JuigBeat, drop into water and stop.

Watch the Judges boat NOT the ferry. When th@dudises the Green Flag continue racing. Timei©ffounted when you pass the
Judge’s boat and Time On starts when the Judgesrtige Green Flags. NO CIRCLING IS PERMITTED.

9. PROCEED TO BRUSHGROVE - Keep Humpback Concretedgridn your right. Do not go under this bridge. &l buoys will block
this channel.

10. LAWRENCE SANDBAR ISLAND — Narrowest and most shalipart of the river:

- Approximately 500 metres Grafton side of Sandblants. Watch for Umbrella

a. Tower on the hill. When you see the Tower andJiges Boat, Look for large orange separation bteope kept on your left. You
will proceed towards Lawrence Sandbar turningdefarge red MSB buoy & keeping Lawrence Sandbavy@/R RIGHT. Yellow buoys
will keep you off Lawrence Sandbar and shallow wat® OVERTAKING PERMITTED THROUGH THIS PASSAGE

b. Yellow safety buoys will block the right hand pagsdo the Lawrence Sandbar.

11. Lawrence ferry — same flag procedure as at Ulnféeray. No circling permitted — NO ROOM.

12. PROCEED DOWN RIVER — Stay on the right hand sidéhefriver. River swings to the right, keep orasgparation buoys on your left
and white buoys marking shallow water on your righdu will have a big hill with a rock cliff facetmight in front of you. Stay in the
middle of the river here — aim for the bitumen raging up the hill. Large orange separation buoystrbe kept on your left as the river
swings back to the left and past the town of Matheith all the trawlers on your right. Yellow buopn your far right mark the WRONG
channel and rocks. Watch for orange separatiogshamund Maclean township, keep them on your left.



13. BOTTOM TURN BUOY - Located 250 metres this sidetaf Bridge. It is a large square orange buoy.malker orange lead-up buoy will
be placed approximately 100 metres this side ofuhebuoy. After rounding turn buoy, proceed vgsin back towards Grafton. Keep all
orange separation buoys on your left. As you haatiér upstream you will notice white buoys on yoght marking shallow water.

14. AFTER YOU PASS THE ROCK QUARRY (On you left) — BEVRE OF “THE BROADWATER”, A LARGE EXPANSE OF WATER
EXISTS IN FRONT OF YOU. DO NOT ENTER, — A Courseabavill be guarding this entrance. Watch for omsgparation buoys. There
will be yellow buoys blocking the entrance to tiBrdadwater” and follow the river around to youtlef

15. LAWRENCE FERRY — Some flag procedures as beforeatelvfor Judge’s boat and flags. Judge’s boatheilR00 metres this side of the
ferry. NO CIRCLING. Pick up orange separationysias before.

16. LAWRENCE SANDBAR ISLAND — Watch for the Umbrella Weer on the hill to your right. Keep to the rigtarid side of the river:

a. KEEP LAWRENCE SANDBAR ISLAND - On your left. Watdbr oncoming traffic.

b. AFTER THE FERRY - There will be a line of white sbf buoys. Keep these to YOUR RIGHT till you wiick a 6 metre white
pole on the right bank. Keep this pole on youhtig

c. A LINE OF ORANGE CHANNEL BUOYS — will exist, whiclou keep on your left..

d. ORANGE BUQYS (On your left) — Will guide you baahktd the main river.

e. WHITE SHALLOW WATER BOUYS must be kept on your rigkeeping you off the bank at exit of Lawrence.

17. BEWARE OF THE LITTLE ISLAND ON THE RIGHT — Stay imain channel. Yellow buoys will block the small chal.

18. ULMARRA FERRY — Same flag procedure as going dowviatch for Judges green flag. NO CIRCLING.

19. ORANGE SEPERATIONS must be kept on your left andtevbhallow water buoys on your right.

20. AFTER PASSING THE FERRY — Don't get too close te tight hand bank, as a sandbar runs 100 metresamid 1.5 kilometres long.

21. ELIZABETH ISLAND — Keep this island on your left g home. Yellow buoys will exist stopping you gginp the wrong channel

22, HALFWAY UP THE ISLAND - Separation buoys must bepken your left.

23. COMING HOME - Stay outside moored yachts.

24. GRAFTON BRIDGE - Orange buoys on your left. Blagkow on Orange Background show correct spansdgs pader. DO NOT USE
THE SPAN CLOSEST TO RIGHT HAND BANK — AS THICK WEEBND SHALLOW WATER EXIST, ALL THE WAY TO THE
FINISH LINE. STAY 100 METRES OFF THE BANK ALL THEVAY.

25. YELLOW SAFETY BUOY - Off the Crown Hotel Wharf — Mtibe kept on the right.

26. FINISH BUOY - Black and White — Must be kept on ydeft.

a. 500 METRES PAST THE FINISH BUQOY — White run-out lyscexist. Keep these buoys on your right.
b. NO POWER TURNS PERMITTED IN THIS AREA.
c. Teams losing a skier on the finish line must prdd&eough to drop off area. A pick up boat willrieve your skier.

27. RETURN TO BANK at the Crown Hotel (UNDER TOW).

a. NO BOATS TO IDLE BACK — Tow boats will tow all bosmback to beach. Boats must provide own tow ropes
b. CROWN HOTEL RAMP — No boats to use this ramp exaeyttight winner and boats instructed to go to Scering.
c. NO BOATS CAN PROCEED DOWNSTREAM - Until the Chiefdhe opens the course.

28. BOATS UNABLE TO FINISH the race in full race trimith their skiers in tow must stay on the bank uthté last competitor has passed
their position on the return leg and sweep boat giten flag has opened the river.

29. NO ALCOHOL TO BE IN BOATS OR CONSUMED AFTER THE RAEWHILST STILL ON THE WATER. (WATERWAYS
REGULATION).

After the completion of briefing all competitorsiibe requested to launch their boats and headvepto the Big River Ski Lodge.
Please note that NSW Maritime have issued a wathiaigthey will be patrolling bow riding.

Upon approaching the Ski Lodge you will see a ldrgaseboat on the right of the river. This willthe start boat. Please keep a
close eye on this boat to ensure you don’t miss y@ve. Large numbers will be on display at the ofahe start boat to advise of
wave numbers.

Start format will be 5 boats per wave with a 2 néngap between waves. Pole 1 will be closest td btat and pole 5 will be
closest to ski lodge bank.

Boats should assemble to greet the starter witlfitsteboat drawn in the wave on the Grafton sifléhe river (left as you look at
the start boat) and the outside boat on the Skgeaide of the river.

A line from the start boat square across the fvi#be the start line and must not be broken befbie race start.

With five minutes to go the Australian flag andraen flag will go up and with 30 seconds to staetgreen flag will go down and
skiers may enter the water and ropes may be runDmutot pass the start boat until the Australiag fs dropped indicating the
start of the race. When the first grid of boatsehkeft, the second wave will be on two minutexra minute to start the Australian
and green flags will be re-raised. This procedutecantinue until all boats have left.

Boats having missed starts or a stoppage in tleewicnot be allowed to continue and will be sezds non finishers.

If for any reason a start is to be delayed a rag Will be shown. When the red flag is dropped wiis show 3 minutes until race
start.

After leaving the start area you will proceed dawwer past the Junction Hill boat ramp till you cero a sweeping left hand bend.
This is where the pole one boat will pick up somange buoys to guide them across to the back airSlstand. When you are
coming down the back of Susan Island approximatety thirds of the way down you will find a orangady marking shallow
water. This orange buoy must be kept on your left.

When you reach the end of the island another orngg will mark a sand bar and must again be keptour left.

The Grafton Bridge is now in sight and a large gemtead-up buoy can be spotted over to the rigiowed by a two-buoy turn.
The pole boat must stay on these buoys and net atido be fair to the outside boat. On exitingctr@er you are on the run to the
finish line and pole boat must not come over to@hewn bank and cut outside boat off on this rigdad bend.

Approaching the finish there will be three fluorestyellow buoys keeping you off the Crown wharfianust be kept on your
right. The chequered finish buoy will be directlgpmsite the Bowling Club in the same finish positas the Bridge to Bridge
finish buoy and must be kept on your left.

After finishing, continue down past the large Bdsatge and pull up in a straight line and retrigwar skiers. If your skier drops
around the finish to boat ramp area, do not re¢rigaem. A pickup boat will be in the area as wendbwant wash in this area.
There will be tow back boats awaiting your arrit@ftow you back to the ramp. Under NO circumstararesyou to return to the
bank under your own steam. THIS WILL BE AN IMMEDIATDISQUALIFICATION.

Boats may take pole off other opponents but muse #90 to 500 metres as not to hinder their rurfindely no squeezing or
cutting off will be permitted, and disqualificati@m report from a course boat will be final.
